We fought side by side with the Coalition Against Bigger Trucks and were successful in keeping
the triple trailers off our roads for now, but our fight is not over.

We raised money for “Red Nose Day” and clubs have raised money for projects in your commu-
nity.

The Treasurer's Report

Incidental Motions

Incidental motions relate in different ways, to the
pending business or to business, otherwise at hand.
An incidental motion is said to be incidental to the
other motion or matters out of which it arises. As a
class, incidental motions deal with questions of pro-
cedure arising out of 1) commonly, another pending
motion; but also 2) sometimes, another motion or
item of business. Most incidental motions are unde-
batable. With but few exceptions, incidental motions
are related to the main question in such a way that
they must be decided immediately, before business
can proceed.

Some — but not all — incidental motions are:

Parliamentary Inquiry: A request for the chair’s opin-
ion on a matter of parliamentary procedure as it re-
lates to the business at hand.

Request for Information: An inquiry to facts affect-
ing the business at hand-directed to the chair or,
through the chair, to a member.

Request for Permission to Withdraw or Modify a

Motion: After it has been stated by the chair.

Objection to the Consideration of a Question: Pro-
vided it is done before consideration of the question
has already begun.

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The TFWC Gavel --
An Iconic Symbol Used to Connect Our Organization’s

Past with it’s Present While Securing a Sound Future

AUSTIN -- With each administration comes the time honored duty of beginning and ending each GFWC Texas
meeting, or convention, with the bringing down of the the TFWC Gavel onto the sounding box which between
uses is housed at the organization’s headquarters in Austin.

The history of the gavel is quite interesting and this information
may be found in the TFWC Procedure Handbook, Fifth Edition.

“The TFWC Gavel” The TFWC Gavel

The first annual TFWC convention was held in Tyler, in 1898, Mrs. Rotan was elected the
first president. To make the election and the organization official, Mrs. Rotan was presented,
in trust, a gavel made of pecan wood from a tree on the grounds of Sam Houston’s home at
Huntsville. On one end of the gavel the artist had made a mosaic of the Lone Star of Texas
using thirteen different kinds of wood. The gavel is a prized possession of the Texas Federa-
tion and is still used today by the presiding president.”
