Preschool Registration 2017-2018 School Year -

Registration for the 2017-2018 school year is beginning soon. You will receive
in-house registration request forms the week of January 23rd A box marked
“Registration,” located next to the tuition box outside of the preschool office, will be
available for you to drop off your forms. Please note that we ask that you list
FIRST and SECOND choices for class days and times. Each year many of the classes
have too many requests and second choices need to be assigned using a lottery
drawing for individual classes (a waitlist is formed for first choice).

Salem will continue to offer "traditional™ and “enrichment” classes along with Stay 'N
Play. We will also be continuing our extended care to families that need a longer
day. Programming will begin at 7:00 am and run until 6:00 pm but flexibility for
number of days and times continues to be available! Salem morning preschool times
will continue to run from 9:00am-11:30 am, Stay 'N Play 11:30-1:00 and
Enrichment from 12:30-2:00pm. We appreciate all of the input you gave us regarding
our starting time. After much deliberation the preschool board decided to remain
with the same start time schedule and re-evaluate as Barrington 220 adjusts to their
new schedule this coming fall. Early Birds (8:00 am or earlier) will be available. We
are excited to continue this programming at Salem!

Current students and siblings MUST have their forms and the $85 registration/supply
fee (per child) turned into the office on or before THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 2nd.

I will not begin to open any forms until this date, but you may begin turning them in
right away. If you need additional forms for siblings, please stop by the office.
New family registration begins on February 13th.
