Paint:  
     Liquitex Heavy Body Acrylic Colors: 
     Permanent Alizarin Crimson Hue 
     Burnt Umber 
     Burnt Siena 
     Payne’s Gray 
     Cadmium Red Light Hue 
     Cadmium Yellow Medium Hue 
     Cerulean Blue Hue 
     Ultramarine Blue 
     Titanium White (Large tube recommended) 
      
     Optional:  Medium Magenta, Portrait Pink, Permanent Green Light 
 
Brushes: 
     #3 Liner (Windsor & Newton series 860) 
     #4 Bristle Flat, long handle (make sure the shape is a “flat” not a “bright”,  
     must be real bristle, not nylon or synthetic) 
     #4 Synthetic Sable Round, long handle (Windsor & Newton Scepter series 404,  
     or Robert Simmons Sapphire) 
     Large Bristle Flan, long handle  (real bristle, not nylon or synthetic) 
     3 inch inexpensive bristle housepainting brush (not nylon or synthetic) 
     1 inch inexpensive bristle housepainting brush (not nylon or synthetic) 
 
     Optional:  #2, #6 bristle flats or filberts, long handle (real bristle, not nylon or synthetic)  
          
Other Items: 
     Pad of disposable palettes, stretched canvas size 16”x20” or larger (no cardboard canvas                   
     panels or canvas pads), roll of paper towels 
 
Recommended:   
     Paint box or tackle box for supplies, wide enough to accommodate longest brushes 
 
Optional: 
     Chalk pastels, assorted colors (no Craypas or Oil Pastels)
