Perceived ability to cope and
adapt successfully in the face of
challenges

Perceived ability to resist anxiety
and maintain internal emotional
and mental balance

Students’ sense of usefulness of
school in relationship to future
opportunities

Student participation in and
perceived value of extra-
curricular activities

The web-based SOS-Q can interface
with Power School and emails the
survey to students, automatically
scores and reports colour-coded
individual and cohort results.
