In order to comply with our current insurance requirements we 
are going to be asking all volunteers who will be working 
with people in the vulnerable sector to complete a Criminal 
Record Check at the local police station. This is particularly 
applicable to those people who will be volunteering with 
children and teenagers, especially for VBS and Sunday school. 

If you have had a Criminal Record Check done in the past 12 months, 
please bring it to Amanda (it will be returned to you). If you need a Criminal 
Record Check done there are volunteer letters available at the back table 
that you can bring to the police station when requesting a Criminal Record 
Check. There is a $10 fee but if you save your receipt this will be 
reimbursed by the church. Due to the fact that Amanda will be leaving for 
maternity leave in February we would ask that you get a Criminal Record 
check done even if you aren’t sure if you’ll be able to volunteer. All Criminal 
Record Checks and receipts can be given to Amanda prior to January 31st.
