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Nakia Zavalla is from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians. She is 
a traditional dancers and singer of her Sʰamala Chumash Culture. She 

will be talking about her matriarchal connection to her Sʰamala        
Chumash ancestry and also talk about her story of being raised in her 
culture and how her journey has shaped her to be a strong advocate of 

language and cultural sustainability.  
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
