4. Do you approach the Lord in prayer and word with confidence and assurance in the 
revealed knowledge He desires to teach you? 
5. Is there evidence of change and transformation in your life and how is it reflected?

Prayer Points: 

1. Thank you Father that You have promised to remove every veil, deception, lie, and 
misconception that has been placed upon me willingly or unknowingly. 
2. Thank you Father that You give me a heart that desires truth and a desire to search 
your word. 
3. Thank you Father for the words that You have revealed in scripture and I ask for the 
Spirit of Wisdom and Revelation to help me be obedient to the word which I have been 
appointed. 
4. Thank You Father that You have promised to protect me from the evil one and his lies 
that would have me misunderstand who You are and Your desires for my life. 
5. Thank you Father that You have promised to restore my spirit, soul, and body and 
thank you that You reveal to me through the Spirit and the Word the treasures of Your 
heart. 
6. Thank you Father that by your Spirit, Word, and Blood  you justify, sanctify, purify, 
and cleanse me so I may be a beautiful and faithful bride that you have purposed me to 
be. 
7. Thank you Father that the glory that you gave Jesus, He offers to me, that we might 
be one.
