Did you know that the Mt. Morris Senior Center can help you with all of your Medicare 

needs? 

We have SHIP Counselors available by appointment.  SHIP is the Senior Health Insurance Pro-

gram.  SHIP Counselors do not sell insurance, they simply help you figure out what is best for 

you.  We are happy to help whether you are just turning 65, need to re-evaluate your supple-

ment during open enrollment, or just have a question. 

SHIP Counselors can also help you figure out if you qualify for Extra Help.  Extra Help is the 

federal assistance program that helps individuals with limited finances pay for their Medicare 

prescription drug costs.  If you have Medicaid, a Medicare Savings Program, or you receive 

Supplemental Security Income (SSI), you should get Extra Help automatically. 

Our SHIP Counselor can also help you figure out if you qualify for a license plate discount 

through Benefit Access.  You may qualify if you are 65 years or older by December 31, 2019 or 

16 years of age or older and totally disabled before January 1, 2020 and a current Illinois Resi-

dent.  Total income last year must be less than $27,610 for a single person household, $36,635 

for a 2 person household, or $45,657 for a 3 person household.
