NLT Matthew 5:27-30 "You have heard that the law of Moses says,
'Do not commit adultery.' 28 But I say, anyone who even looks at a
woman with lust in his eye has already committed adultery with her
in his heart. 29 So if your eye-- even if it is your good eye-- causes
you to lust, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to
lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown
into hell.  30 And if  your hand-- even if  it  is  your stronger hand--
causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to
lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown
into hell.

NIV Ezekiel 6:9 Then in the nations where they have been carried
captive,  those who escape will  remember me--  how I  have been
grieved by their adulterous hearts, which have turned away from
me, and by their eyes, which have lusted after their idols. 

NLT 1 John 2:15   Stop loving this evil world and all that it offers you,
for when you love the world, you show that you do not have the
love  of  the Father  in  you.  For  the world  offers  only  the lust  for
physical pleasure, the lust for everything we see, and pride in our
possessions. These are not from the Father. They are from this evil
world.

NIV  Eph  5:1-3  “Be  imitators  of  God,  therefore,  as  dearly  loved
children 2 and live a life of love, just as Christ loved us and gave
himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. 3 But

among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of
any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for
God's holy people.”
