It would take too long to recount the stories of
the faith of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, David, Samuel, and all the prophets.
% By faith these people overthrew kingdoms, ruled with justice, and received what God
had promised them. They shut the mouths of lions, ** quenched the flames of fire, and
escaped death by the edge of the sword. Their weakness was turned to strength. They
became strong in battle and put whole armies to flight.

NLT Joshua 2:1-11 Then Joshua secretly sent out two spies from the Israelite camp at
Acacia. He instructed them, "Spy out the land on the other side of the Jordan River,
especially around Jericho." So the two men set out and came to the house of a
prostitute named Rahab and stayed there that night. 2 But someone told the king of
Jericho, "Some Israelites have come here tonight to spy out the land." 3 So the king of
Jericho sent orders to Rahab: "Bring out the men who have come into your house.
They are spies sent here to discover the best way to attack us." ... 8 Before the spies
went to sleep that night, Rahab went up on the roof to talk with them. 9 "I know the
LORD has given you this land," she told them. "We are all afraid of you. Everyone is
living in terror. 10 For we have heard how the LORD made a dry path for you through
the Red Sea when you left Egypt. And we know what you did to Sihon and Og, the two
Amorite kings east of the Jordan River, whose people you completely destroyed. 11 No
wonder our hearts have melted in fear! No one has the courage to fight after hearing
such things. For the LORD your God is the supreme God of the heavens above and the
earth below. Now swear to me by the LORD that you will be kind to me and my family
since | have helped you. Give me some guarantee that 13 when Jericho is conquered,

you will let me live, along with my father and mother, my brothers and sisters, and all
their families." 14 "We offer our own lives as a guarantee for your safety," the men
agreed. "If you don't betray us, we will keep our promise when the LORD gives us the
land."
