Luke 22:21-27 (NLT) . * “But here at this table, sitting among us as a
friend, is the man who will betray me. # For it has been determined
that the Son of Man must die. But what sorrow awaits the one who
betrays him.” 2 The disciples began to ask each other which of them
would ever do such a thing.

% Then they began to argue among themselves about who would be
the greatest among them. % Jesus told them, “In this world the kings
and great men lord it over their people, yet they are called ‘“friends
of the people.” % But among you it will be different. Those who are
the greatest among you should take the lowest rank, and the leader
should be like a servant. ¥ Who is more important, the one who sits
at the table or the one who serves?
