>You can be sure that no immoral, impure, or greedy person
will inherit the Kingdom of Christ and of God. For a greedy

person is an idolater, worshiping the things of this world.

focuses us away from God.

® Don’t be fooled by those who try to excuse these sins, for the
anger of God will fall on all who disobey him.

The one person we won’t fool, is God!

” Don’t participate in the things these people do.

There is a difference between participating in evil and
associating with folks that do evil!

& For once you were full of darkness, but now you have light
from the Lord. So, live as people of light!

Old habits are hard to break.

® For this light within you produces only what is good and right
and true.

We want to choose what
is good and right and true!

10 Ccarefully determine what pleases the Lord.
It means we really think thru how we live our day-to-day lives!

" Take no part in the worthless deeds of evil and darkness;
instead, expose them.

We don’t want to be someone that adds to the shame/pain
already weighing people down.

21t is shameful even to talk about the things that ungodly
people do in secret. ®* But their evil intentions will be exposed
when the light shines on them, ™ for the light makes everything
visible. This is why it is said, “Awake, O sleeper, rise up from the
dead, and Christ will give you light.”
