Today, we celebrate the great love of God, that not only gives us life, but also 

sustains that life with the food of the EUCHARIST: The love of God made   

visible in Christ our Lord. 
 

Jesus is saddened by the news of John the Baptist’s death. With the disciples 

they go to a lonely place. Thousands had followed him. Jesus is overwhelmed 

by compassion and he heals their sick. The crowds stay with him even into 

the evening. 
 

The disciples ask Jesus to send them away. Jesus’ response is a challenge to 

the disciples: feed them yourselves. They have just five loaves and two fish. 
 

Jesus employs the ritual of the daily Jewish meal, in Blessing, Breaking and Giving. The actions 

are the basic pattern of the Liturgy of the Eucharist. 
 

All are fed and still much remains.  In Jesus, we can be thoroughly satisfied.  Jesus is the source 

of all we need. 
 

St Paul in the second reading says “Nothing can ever come between us and the love of God made 

visible in Christ.”
