Same Sex Marriage - Effect on Families
In previous articles in our Parish Bulletin we have highlighted some of the  consequences on families if marriage is redefined
to include ‘two persons’. These include changes of sex education for primary and secondary school children, gender confusion
and the removal of parental rights. There are other effects on families that need to be highlighted. These are as follows: The
push for commercialised surrogacy and increased use of assisted reproduction: It is reasonable to expect that a change in the
marriage law will lead to an increased desire for same sex couples to raise children, and consequently increase pressure for the
legislation of commercial surrogacy, paid gamete donation and other mechanisms. Commercial surrogacy that exist overseas
have many disturbing consequences including the exploitation of financially vulnerable women.
The removal of mothers and fathers: A number of children conceived through donor procedures and raised by same sex parents
are beginning to tell their stories about their desire for a connection to their biological parents. Melbourne women Millie
Fontana, who was raised by two women, gave an address at Parliament House in Sept 2015, where she said that the
suggestion that ‘love is love’ and that children do not need access to their biological roots to be happy were incorrect for her and
many others. She stated, ‘And there is not a moment where | have looked back and thought that | did not crave that male
stability and that father in my life. When | was 11, | was finally able to meet my father and it was one of the happiest days of my
life. | felt stable and at peace for what was probably the first time in my childhood.’
