The map above is an area directional map to Lufkin. The Expo Center
(designated above with the “star”) is located off the north side of Ellen Trout
Drive, TX Loop 287 and US Hwy 69 North; at 1200 Ellen Trout Drive. Turn
north onto Martin Luther King Drive, which is along the west side of the Expo
Center (between the Expo and the zoo), and go past the Expo Center coming in
at Gate 7. It is approximately 170 miles southeast of Dallas, 165 miles east of
Waco and 125 miles northeast of Houston.

Our host hotel is Mainstay Suites (Bldg. A) {point B on the above map} and is
next to the Sleep Inn & Suites (Bldg. B) The hotel is located 2.2 miles east of
the Exposition Center, off of TX Loop 287 and US Hwy 69 North; at 2409
North Timberline Drive. It is a newer facility with an outdoor pool and hot tub,
work-out room, business center, free hot breakfast, weekday newspaper and
guest laundry room; a 24 hour convenience store, where snacks/drinks may be
purchased, free wi-fi; pets are not allowed. All rooms have a coffee maker, an
am/fm clock radio, hair dryer and kitchen. This hotel also has truck and trailer
parking and is a non-smoking facility.
