Patrons are still able to visit and use the library to check out materials and use          
computers. In addition patrons are encouraged to utilize the library’s online           
resources such as OverDrive™, Hoopla™, Flipster™, and others to download 
eBooks, audiobooks, magazines, videos, and music. If patrons need to renew their 
library cards or help with their PIN, they can call the library and staff will be able to 
assist them over the phone. 
 
We have sanitation protocols in place for disinfecting library materials and surfaces. 
Also, library patrons are encouraged to stay home if they are sick.
