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The recent disappearance of a Memorial High School student
captured the attention of Houstonians who took to social media to
offer up prayers and share the post and picture of missing 16-year-
old Isabella. As parents held their breath, praying for good news, the

fear that this could be their child was felt in each post.

Engulfed in fear and stress, it is hard for parents to know what to do first in this crisis situation.
The very first step is to file a Missing Persons report with law enforcement where a case number
will be assigned. However, unless the parent can prove Criminal Intent or Foul Play, the case will
most likely be viewed as a Runaway. It's important for parents to clearly express the history of
behavior. Is this behavior out of character for the child? Has the child been involved with drug
activity or others that have been? What evidence does the parent have that their child isin a
trafficking situation? Unfortunately a "gut feeling" will not prompt law enforcement to categorize
the case as high priority.

Social media is your friend. Parents must access their child's social media accounts and make
contact with friends who have had recent contact with the child. A face to face meeting with
these contacts, along with their parents, will reap the most results.

For eyes and time to stay consistently on the case, parents must hire a trusted investigator.
His/her role is to collect the "nuts and bolts" of evidence to present to law enforcement who are
trained in the extraction of an individual in a dangerous trafficking situation.

Never give money to a "rescue team" who exploits desperate parents for profit. They are out

there and they will find you, knowing you will do anything for the safe return of your child. There
are excellent organizations who will support parents cost-free.
