Epistle:
Reading of the Epistle of St. Paul to the Hebrews
(Heb 11,33-40;12,1-2)
Brethren: All saints, who by faith conquered kingdoms, did what was righteous, obtained the promises; they closed the
mouths of lions, put out raging fires, escaped the devouring sword; out of weakness they were made powerful, became
strong in battle, and turned back foreign invaders. Women received back their dead through resurrection. Some were
tortured and would not accept deliverance, in order to obtain a better resurrection. Others endured mockery, scourging,
even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, sawed in two, put to death at sword’s point; they went about in skins
of sheep or goats, needy, afflicted, tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in deserts and
on mountains, in caves and in crevices in the earth. Yet all these, though approved because of the faith, did not receive
what had been promised. God had foreseen something better for us, so that without us they should not be made perfect.
Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us rid ourselves of every burden and sin that
clings to us and persevere in running the race that lies before us while keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the leader and
perfecter of faith. For the sake of the joy that lay before him he endured the cross, despising its shame, and has taken
his seat at the right of the throne of God.

And everyone who has given up houses or brothers or sisters or
father or mother or children or lands for the sake of my name will receive a hundred times more, and will inherit eternal
life. But many who are first will be last, and the last will be first.”
