CAN’T TAKE IT WITH YOU. Jesus tells a parable about a man whose lands yielded more crops than expected. His response is not to consider
how he might share the extra. Rather, he wonders how he can store it all. He has a brilliant idea, tear down his present barns and build larger
ones. Then he will have many things stored up for years of eating, drinking, and making merry.

God has a response, “You fool.”

We could easily think, ‘But the farmer’s got the right idea. That’s what everybody does. It’s just the smart thing to do.’

What does God know that the farmer doesn’t? That very night the farmer is going to die.

Oh! To whom will everything belong? The real question is, how can | use my treasure to grow rich in what matters to God..., since
He and | will be having a face to face sometime (perhaps soon)?

It’s normal enough to work, provide for retirement, and anything left over goes to our children or special causes we’ve adopted along
the way. Saving money isn’t sinful. It can, in fact, be very responsible.

But Jesus’ point still stands — you can’t take it with you. We have a choice: share now
or share later. If | share now, I’'m becoming rich in what matters to God — compassion, mercy,
charity. If I only share later, when death comes a-knocking, it might do other folks some good,
but I've missed out on some special chances to love.

Jesus understands that the quality of life is in love. Love moves us to share. Dying rich
without having shared is foolishness in God’s eyes.

We only get one shot at life. We will be judged on how we loved. Sharing what we’ve
reaped from God’s bounty (yes, it’s all God’s, no matter how hard we worked for it), is one of
the significant ways we show love.

Laying up treasure in Heaven by distributing our goods rather than hoarding them,
makes us rich in what matters to God.

A reflection from our Catechism of the Catholic Church:
1934 Created in the image of the one God and equally endowed with rational souls, all men have the same nature and the same origin. Re-
deemed by the sacrifice of Christ, all are called to participate in the same divine beatitude: all therefore enjoy an equal dignity.
1935 The equality of men rests essentially on their dignity as persons and the rights that flow from it: “Every form of social or cultural discrim-
ination in fundamental personal rights on the grounds of sex, race, color, social conditions, language, or religion must be curbed and eradicat-
ed as incompatible with God's design” (Vat Il, GS 29 § 2).
1936 On coming into the world, man is not equipped with everything he needs for developing his bodily and spiritual life. He needs others.
Differences appear tied to age, physical abilities, intellectual or moral aptitudes, the benefits derived from social commerce, and the distribu-
tion of wealth. The "talents" are not distributed equally.
1937 These differences belong to God's plan, who wills that each receive what he needs from others, and that those endowed with particular
"talents" share the benefits with those who need them. These differences encourage and often oblige persons to practice generosity, kind-
ness, and sharing of goods; they foster the mutual enrichment of cultures:
| distribute the virtues quite diversely; | do not give all of them to each person, but some to one, some to others. . . . | shall give princi-
pally charity to one; justice to another; humility to this one, a living faith to that one. . . . And so | have given many gifts and graces,
both spiritual and temporal, with such diversity that | have not given everything to one single person, so that you may be constrained
to practice charity towards one another. . . . | have willed that one should need another and that all should be my ministers in distrib-
uting the graces and gifts they have received from me. (From the Dialogs of St. Catherine of Siena, Dialog 1,7)
