One thing you quickly learn when talking to 
an owner is that every car has a story. 
 
A “Car Story” is a story where your car is a 
central character and may include where 
the car came from and how it was acquired.  
It can also include the process to get, or 
keep it running, and any restoraƟon 
process. 
 
There are no stories closer to the Hamblen 
County Car Club than the story of Jan 
Shelton’s 1932 Ford Roadster.  She and 
Johnny just completed the rebuild on the 
car prior to the formaƟon of our club.  In 
fact, it was aŌer one of the early club 
meeƟngs that the logo was being discussed.  
In parƟcular, what car should be 
incorporated on that logo?  Member Nicky 
Peters commented “you have the car”, 
meaning Jan’s ’32 Ford.  That decision sƟll 
carries on today. 
 
If one of the criterion for being considered 
classic car “royalty” is that it was published 
in a naƟonally recognized magazine, then 
we are among royalty.  Jan’s ’32 Ford was 
published in the August 2001 ediƟon of 
“Street Rodder – The Worlds Street Rodding 
Authority”. In the arƟcle ‘4Pack Roadster-
Revelry”, it was featured with three other 
Ford Roadsters from around the country.
