Responsibilities:

holding areas, exhibits, pools and ponds, exhibit buildings, and grounds

associated with exhibits including roads and paths within the perimeter fence of

the animal areas. Service may also be required on exhibits and with animals
during offsite events.

e Assistin the preparation of animal diets.

e Assistin the watering and feeding of animals.

e Assistin providing enrichment for the animals.

e  Conduct visual, & when appropriate, physical, inspections of animals & exhibits.

e Assist IHR staff in various areas while going about their daily routines.

e Assist farriers and veterinarians when needed, as well as work with animal care
staff as they administer treatments and rehab to the animals as necessary.
