(between Town House & Bank) for 1.6 miles. Right at Sportsmen’s Club sign onto Boynton Road for 0.2 miles. Right into
Club driveway.

From the WEST: Mass Pike (Route | 90) to exit 8 (Palmer). After toll booths, turn Right toward Palmer for 0.6 mile. At the
light, turn Left onto Route 20 East. Go 2.5 miles and turn Right onto Route 67 North going under the underpass. Stay on Route
67 North going through West Warren, Warren, and West Brookfield to North Brookfield center, (16.4 miles from where you
turned off Route 20).
