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Sam Harrell has overcome years of Stem Cell Therapy to recover from Multiple Sclerosis
and return to coaching.

Not even disease can stop Sam Harrell from coaching football at Ennis High School.

After fighting Multiple Sclerosis for years, the three-time state champion and Texas Sports
Hall of Famer returned to coaching in 2017 at Southwestern Assemblies of God University
in Waxahachie.

The Old Coach has been informed that Harrell is expected to return to coaching the Ennis
Lions.

Sources tell The Old Coach that Ennis ISD plans to announce Harrell's hiring on Thursday.

Harrell coached Ennis from 1994-2009, finishing with a 153-51 before being forced into
retirement due to sickness. Harrell led Ennis to the playoffs 11 consecutive years and ad
nine straight seasons of 10 wins or more. Most notably, Harrell and his Ennis Lions
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captured the 4A State Championship thrice - in 2000, 2001 and 2004.

Harrell's journey back to Ennis is one of bravery, belief, and community support.

As his condition worsened, Harrell began to expect the loss of his mobility.

"I was probably six months away from being in a wheelchair," Harrell remembers.

But once he regained strength, Harrell made it his mission to walk the sidelines once
again.
