 In the first words of Isaiah in the first reading of today, 

God assures His people that He is coming to comfort 

them. This message is addressed to us all. The Lord   

assures us that “Every valley shall be filled in, every 

mountain and hill shall be made low... Then the glory of 

the Lord shall be revealed.”  

This implies that no matter the situation that i find     

myself, all shall be well. it shall all be good. Advent is a 

season in which we look ahead with hope. Following 

what is happening in the world; within our hearts and 

out there, we actually need a savior. Our own efforts 

have failed us. Our own efforts do not always give us 

genuine satisfaction. We need a greater power to keep 

things flowing in a more peaceful and comforting    

manner. With the many distractions we have here on 

earth, we find ourselves falling more and more into 

some kind of emptiness and even frustration. Isaiah   

assures us that God is to restore our freedom, our joy 

and our satisfaction. He is coming to put things straight, 

so we should prepare in hope to receive Him.
