Below is a copy of the Music In The Parks Festival final itinerary for Friday, June1, 2018. It is important that all starting and 
ending times be followed. Please be sure to arrive at school NO LATER THAN 5:15 AM.  

 

Date: FRIDAY, June 1, 2018 
 

Reporting time to Rosa – 5:15 a.m. (please be sure to eat breakfast or bring it with you) 
Buses leave PROMPTLY at 5:45 a.m. or earlier, if ready (be sure to have all music and instruments, etc…) 

Arrive at first site by 8:10 a.m. to unload/take bathroom break 
8 Chorus warms up and performs at Lebanon Valley College 8:20 a.m. 

7/8 Orchestra warms up and performs at Lebanon Valley College 9:40 a.m. 
Jazz Band warms up and performs at Lebanon Valley College 10:05 a.m. 
7/8 Band warms up and performs at Lebanon Valley College 10:30 a.m. 

We should be at Hershey Park by 11:45 a.m. 
MUST check in with chaperon at assigned times 
Lunch and dinner will be on your own in the park  

Everyone must meet chaperons at The Hershey Arena at 4:20 p.m. (right outside the park) 
The Awards Ceremony takes place at 4:30 p.m. in the Hershey Park Arena 

Go BACK INTO THE PARK until 5:45 

Report to chaperones at Chocolate World at 5:45! 

Shop at Chocolate World then report to buses 6:45 

We expect to return to Rosa no later than 9:15 p.m.  
(Parents please be sure to be at the school BEFORE the buses arrive in order to assure all students are picked up on time.) 

Parents – please leave a path for buses to pull up to the school 
 

WHAT TO BRING: 
 

* Wear your white music shirt and BLACK pants/dark shoes on the bus to the festival in the morning 
* Instruments and Music (BOTH MUST BE LABELED inside and out w/ contact info in case they are lost) 

* MONEY ($40 minimum for food and fun, most bring $50 +) 
* Change of BOTTOMS and shoes only – festival t-shirts will be handed out on the bus and must be worn at all times 

* Bathing suit (appropriate for public display or bring an extra t-shirt), flip flops and towel if you plan to ride the  
water rides (but put your shirt back on after done water rides) 

* Games/pillow/blankie for the bus ride (we cannot guarantee their safety) 
* Medicine (only if already approved by the school nurse) 

* Sunscreen! Sunscreen! Sunscreen!
