Please label the back of your photo(s) with the name of the photo, your name,
address, contact number, category, location and the date the photo was taken,
along with the names of the people in the photo if applicable.

Contest is open to Rosemount area residents and each participant can enter up to
three 8"x10” or 8”x12” photos in each category;

Entrants agree entered photo(s) can be published or displayed (with proper credit)
at no cost to the City of Rosemount or RAAC.
