The trunk included  

    pictures of expedition members. 

3. Write down or draw a list of things you would       

   take on a journey down the Missouri River.   

4. Then we learned about things Lewis and Clark         

    took on their Journey.  

The trunk included items such as a sewing kit,  

candle holder, candles.
