Intro. 

This 1-day workshop is an introduction to plein air painting. It is designed for those who have little or no 
experience in plein air painting and are wanting to learn. Great for those who would love to take up 
painting as a hobby. Participants will learn to simplify. Composition, perspective, values, and color choices 
will also be taught.  
 
Painting from life outdoors can be overwhelming and stressful. This workshop will help overcome those 
frustrations. Experience is a great way to learn, and this is a show-you-how-to approach. Emphasis will be 
placed on how to make plein air painting a pleasant experience and how to paint in a timely manner with 
basic supplies.  
 
Supplies 

Here is a simple list of supplies; 
 

 Easel---Good sturdy plein air or field easel. There are many to choose from. French easels work 
great and are easiest to find. 

 Surfaces---1 Ampersand Pastelbord (white), size 11x14. 

 Pastels---Sennelier Plein Air Landscape Pastel Set (30 colors) and Nupastel set (12 colors). 

 Chamois---for blending. 

 Thin willow or vine charcoal---Used for sketching.  Winsor & Newton brand. 

 Kneaded eraser---To erase mistakes. 

 Small Sketchbook---Learn the practice of using thumbnail sketches before painting. 

 Pencil---A 2b drawing pencil for making thumbnail sketches. 

 Wet Ones---Hand wipes, to clean your hands afterwards.   

 Other---Drinking water, bug spray, sunscreen, hat, folding chair, pen and notebook for taking 
notes.
