ste domingo nos regocijamos por la gran alimentación 
que Dios nos da diariamente a través de Cristo, quien es 
el pan de vida. A través de Cristo, nosotros, como 

cristianos, hemos pasado por lo que Pablo llama la revolución 
espiritual, que es contraria a la revolución física de los israelitas  
en el desierto contra Moisés y Dios. Entonces, nuestra 
satisfacción ya no depende sólo de las cosas materiales, sino 
principalmente de las cosas espirituales y de la comida (es decir, 
la Eucaristía) que Cristo nos proporciona en nuestro camino. 
 
Una lección importante que nuestra primera lectura y el 
Evangelio nos enseñan hoy es que cuando prestamos demasiada 
atención a las cosas materiales, es posible que dejemos de 
prestar atención a las espirituales, o incluso que olvidemos la 
bondad de Dios en el pasado. Entonces, en lugar de contar 
nuestras bendiciones, podríamos terminar contando nuestros 
problemas y culpando a Dios por nuestras desgracias. Nuestra 
relación con Dios no debe basarse sólo en la cantidad de cosas 
materiales que Él puede proporcionarnos. 
 
El Evangelio nos enseña que Cristo es el pan del cielo y está 
presente en la Sagrada Eucaristía. Entonces, cada vez que lo 
recibimos física y espiritualmente, recibimos más vida y 
satisfacción. Él es quien nos alimenta y fortalece en nuestro viaje 
en este mundo, como Dios fortaleció a los israelitas en el desierto 
cuando, "Él les dio pan del cielo".

T 
his Sunday we rejoice because of the great 
nourishment that God gives us daily through Christ, 
who is the bread of life. Through Christ, we as 

Christians have undergone what Paul refers to as the spiritual 
revolution which is contrary to the physical revolution of the 
Israelites in the desert against Moses and God. So our 
satisfaction is no longer dependent only in material things 
but, mostly on spiritual things and food (that is, the Eucharist) 
which Christ provides for us on our journey.  
 
One important lesson our first reading and gospel teach us 
today is that when we pay too much attention to material 
things, we might fail to pay attention to the spiritual ones, or 
might even forget the goodness of God in the past.  So, rather 
than counting our blessings we might end up counting our 
woes, and blaming God for our misfortunes. Our relationship 
with God must not be based alone on how much material 
things he is able to provide for us.  
 
The Gospel teaches us that Christ is the bread from heaven 
and is present in the Holy Eucharist. So each time we receive 
him both physically and spiritually, we receive more life and 
satisfaction.  He is the one who feeds and strengthens us on 
our journey in this world, as God strengthened the Israelites 
in the desert when, “He gave them bread from heaven.”
