T oday's Gospel (Matthew 4:1-11) speaks of the 
temptation of Jesus after his forty days' fast in the 
desert.  

 
The temptations, to which our Lord allowed himself to be 
submitted, are for us a source of encouragement and 
consolation. If our Lord and master under went 
temptation, we cannot and must not expect to live a 
Christian life without experiencing similar tests and trials. 
The three temptations Satan put to our Lord were 
suggestions to forget his purpose in life--his messianic 
mission of redemption. He was urged to get all the bodily 
comforts of life, all the self-glory which men could give 
him, and all the possessions and power this world has to 
offer.  
 
Our basic temptations in life are the same: bodily comforts 
and pleasure, the empty esteem of our fellowman, wealth 
and power. There are millions of men and women on earth  
who have given in to these temptations and, are wasting 
their lives chasing after these unattainable shadows. But 
even should they manage to catch up with some of them, 
they soon find out that they are empty baubles. They will 
have to leave them so very soon. 
 
Today, let each one of us look into his heart and honestly 
examine his reaction to these temptations. Do we imitate 
our Savior and leader, and say "begone Satan"? Our 
purpose in life is not to collect its treasures, its honors or 
its pleasures. We are here for a few short years, to merit 
the unending life which Christ has won for us.  
 
Lent is a golden opportunity to review our past and make 
sensible resolutions for our future.

E l Evangelio de hoy (Mateo 4: 1-11) habla de la tentación 
de Jesús después de sus cuarenta días de ayuno en el 
desierto. 

 
Las tentaciones, a las cuales nuestro Señor se dejó someter, 
son para nosotros una fuente de aliento y consuelo. Si 
nuestro Señor y maestro pasó por tentaciones, no podemos 
ni debemos esperar vivir una vida cristiana sin experimentar 
pruebas similares. Las tres tentaciones que Satanás puso a 
nuestro Señor fueron sugerencias para olvidar su propósito 
en la vida: su misión mesiánica de redención. Se le instó a 
obtener todas las comodidades corporales de la vida, toda la 
gloria personal que los hombres podían darle, y todas las 
posesiones y el poder que este mundo tiene para ofrecer. 
 
Nuestras tentaciones básicas en la vida son las mismas: 
comodidades corporales y placer, la estima vacía de nuestro 
prójimo, riqueza y poder. Hay millones de hombres y mujeres 
en la tierra, que han cedido a estas tentaciones y están 
desperdiciando sus vidas persiguiendo estas sombras 
inalcanzables. Pero incluso cuando parecen beneficiarse de 
ellas, pronto descubren que son adornos vacíos. Tendrán que 
dejarlos muy pronto. 
 
Hoy, dejemos que cada uno de nosotros mire dentro de su 
corazón y honestamente examine su reacción a estas 
tentaciones. ¿Imitamos a nuestro Salvador y líder y decimos 
"vete Satanás"? Nuestro propósito en la vida no es recoger 
sus tesoros, sus honores o sus placeres. Estamos aquí por 
unos pocos años, para merecer la vida eterna que Cristo ha 
ganado para nosotros.
