Summary
The Bible opens with a grand 
overture that prepares for all that 
is to follow (Gen 1–11). God creates 
the world, including human beings 
as the crown of creation. But their 
disobedience leads to a series of 
tragic consequences, including 
the first murder, a primeval flood, 
and the scattering of peoples at 
Babel. Genesis does not aim to 
give a scientific explanation of the 
origins of the universe. However, it 
uses figurative language to describe 
real events (see CCC 390) that have 
profoundly influenced the history of 
the human race.

Narrative
In Genesis 1, God speaks and brings 
all things into being. He creates an 
ordered and good world and makes 
human beings in his own “image” 
and “likeness” (Gen 1:27). In Genesis 2, 
we get a glimpse of creation from 
a different vantage point: While 
Genesis 1 accentuates God’s majesty 
as Creator of all, Genesis 2 focuses 
on God’s relation to humanity. In 
the Garden of Eden, Adam and Eve 
dwell in harmony with one another 
and in communion with God. But the 
serpent, later identified as Satan (see 
Rev 12:9), enters the scene to sow 
discord and destruction (Gen 3:1). The
