In November 1984, some very insightful women 

had a vision to have representatives from 

different guilds get together and share information 

pertaining to their guilds, workshops, seminars 

and anything else quilting related. They worked to 

make their vision a reality and, over the 

intervening years, the organization presently 

known as MAQGNet (Mid Atlantic Quilt Guild 

Network) was formed.  

   

MAQGNet includes several member guilds and 

several resources (teachers). We meet once a 

year in the Spring, generally in central New 

Jersey. Meeting time is spent meeting teachers 

and speakers, reviewing teachers the guilds have 

used over the past year, and discussing other 

guild related topics including: membership drives, 

workshops, program ideas, fund raising ideas, 

volunteerism, philanthropy programs, Quilt Shows 

and more.

GroupWorks.comis the communication 

tool used by MAQGNet and is updated at least 

annually.  Being a member allows you to access 

the all members on GroupWorks.com which 

includes Guild member contact information, and 

Resource contact information.  A password 

protected file of Resource information includes 

lectures/classes and related fees. 

   

Member guilds are encouraged to send 

participants to the annual meeting. Interaction 

with other guilds is the greatest member benefit 

and is more valuable than the on-line information 

alone. Networking, sharing information about 

speakers and programs, discussing issues 

today’s guilds are experiencing and sharing 

workable solutions are all part of the annual 

meeting in March, and throughout the year via the 

GroupWorks.com membership.
