Strictly Enforced 

 Quiet Time is: 11:00 P.M. – 7:00 A.M. NO Loud Music or excessive noise. 

 

 Speed limit is: 5 MPH. 

 

 Bicycle riding is not permitted after dark. All children must wear helmets at all 

times. Skateboards, Motor bikes, and battery powered vehicles are not permitted. 

Motorcycles are permitted to and from your campsite only. 

 

 Check-in is 2:00 P.M. check out is 11:A.M. You may check in early if your site is 

available. Late check-out fee is $5.00 until 3:00 P.M., if your site is available. 

 

 1 picnic table per site. Do not move picnic tables from other sites. 

 



 No large aggressive dogs are permitted, such as but not limited to Pit-bulls, 

Rottweiler’s, Doberman’s, and German Shepherds. Pet are not permitted in any 

buildings, Pool area, and playground areas. Pet must be kept on a leash at all 

times, not left unattended, not make excessive noise, and cleaned up after. 

 

 No washing cars, trailers, or RV’s on the property without permission from the 

owner. 

 

 Fires are allowed only in the fire rings placed in designated locations. DO NOT 

move fire rings. Please use caution. Fires must be kept under control and not left 

unattended. 

 

 There must always be a responsible adult over the age of 21 at the campsite. 

Please do not leave children unattended. 

 

 Parents are responsible for the action and behavior of their children. Make sure 

they know the rules. At the pool, children under the age 14 must be with an adult. 

Swim at your own risk. NO lifeguard on duty. All children and teenagers must be at 

their campsite by 11:00 P.M. 

 

 Firearms and fireworks, for the safety of others are not permitted in the 

campground. 

 

 As per Virginia law, gray water should not be dumped on the ground. 

 

 NO SMOKING permitted in any campground buildings, or the pool area. Please do 

not throw your cigarette butts on the ground. 

 

 Use of illegal drugs and/or public display of intoxication will not be tolerated. 

Alcoholic beverages may be consumed discreetly at your campsite. 

 



 Please place your trash in the dumpsters and not in the fire rings. NO mattresses, 

TV’s, boxes, or large rugs are to be placed in the dumpsters. Please take these 

items home with you. 

 

 All visitors must register at the office. Visitors must leave by the time the gate 

gets locked at night (11:00 P.M.). Visitors must pay $3.00 for swimming. The 

registered camper is responsible for the behavior of their guests and for ensuring 

that they comply with all campground rules. 

 

 Clotheslines are not permitted, you may however, place your clothes rack on your 

deck. 

 

 No glass bottles on river sites or at the pool. 

 

 Two vehicles per site. 

 

 Management is not responsible for the loss of personal property or accidents of any 

nature. 

 

 Management reserves the right to evict any camper in the event of unlawful 

activity, disobedience of the rules, destruction of grounds, or display of unsuitable 

behavior.
