Paper lunch bag
Watercolors
Paint or Markers
Stickers
Streamers

Tape String

Instructions:

Decorate a clean paper
lunch bag. Use water colors,
poster paints or markers.
Add your favorite stickers

or make your own. Cut four
16” streamers or ribbons.

Glue or tape them to the
bottom corners of the back.
For a handle cut a 20”

length string. Place the two
ends of the string inside the
bag, about 1” down from the
edge of each of the side
creases. Attach with mask-

ing tape.
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
