umber Buggy. The name “buggy” as used here is a Sawmill term. This term was used at saw

mills, lumber yards, woodworking plants and general farm use. These wagons carried their load
and balanced it over the rear wheels making them somewhat shorter than other types of wagons. They
were classified as heavy springless wagons. Capacity of the one shown on these plan-sheets would
have been three tons and constructed of Hickory wood. Because of the many places where such wag-
ons were used, they continued in use many years longer than most types of wagons.
