Single pink  flowers

(Tanacetum parthenium) 

Dainty daisy like flowers.

Thyme 

(Thymus) 

Burned to chase stinging insects 

from the house.

Wormwood 

(Artemesia) 

Once used 

as a strewing herb. 

Flowers: July/August 

Sage (Salvia) 

Has the reminiscent of 

Thanksgiving.

Tansy (Tanacentum) 

A common strewing herb-tossed 

on floors to release its scent.

Lambs Ear (Stachys) 

Featured as a bedding herb, 

It makes a splendid contrast 

to tall herbs.
