AMENDING ORDINANCE 67-05

A NON-CODE ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SELDOVIA, ALASKA, ADDING
LANGUAGE TO ORDINANCE 07-05

SECTION 1. A non-code Ordinance. This is a non-code ordinance.

SECTION 2. Change in Fee Schedule. This is an ordinance that will add language to the Fee
Schedule, approved by Ordinance 07-05.

SECTION 3. Change in Port Fee. Change Harbor Fees, Port fee to read: a fee of $1.00 per
disembarking passenger ages 12 and over will be assessed on all commercial passenger vessels
carrying passengers for transport from another port into the Seldovia Small Boat Harbor. The
following wording will be added to the Fee Schedule:

“The Port Fee’s intended purpose is to create and maintain improvements to the
Small Boat Harbor, thus defraying costs to the City that result from the

transportation of disembarking passengers into the Port of Seldovia by commercial
tour boat operators.”

SECTION 4. R'epea_!i All other provisions of the City’s existing Ordinance 07-05,
specifically including the City's imposition of a Port Fee, shall remain unchanged, except by
duly enacted ordinance of the City revising its Port Fee.

SECTION. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon final passage.

To Whom It May Concem,

The community of Seldovia, represented by the Seldovia City Council, is applying for planning funds to
address the following sewer concerns:

Our piped sewer system is aged and beginning to fail in several areas. There is extensive infiltration of sea
water into the sewer fines which causes corrosion and deterioration, both in the lines and the sewer lift
stations. So much seawater accumulates in the main storage tank, that it defeats any effective retention of
solids, thus forcing solids into Kachemak Bay, Several areas of the main and sewer services are beginning
to fail; which is requiring us to spend additional time and expense repairing and replacing the worn aged
pipes. The pump lift station at the north end of town has extensive corrosion, the septic tank itself has

settled at a lean with the majority of the contents settling on one side causing extensive weight along the
one side. As you can see, we are in serious need of a solution {o this issue.

The total amount of planning project funding being requested is $30,000. Enclosed with this letter is a
completed 2018 planning application for this project.

While the City of Seldovia is always appreciative of your advocacy for our community, there is more than

a trace of disappointment regarding the recent press release from the Governor's Office regarding the
Opportunity Zones and the communities that made the list.

As you may be aware, Seldovia did not make it onto the list, although we were told previously that we
were on it. We were also informed that the criteria for those who made the list was contingent on public
comments as well as other factors. If we had known that there was a public comment period, or more
information was needed at all, we would have made the effort to make sure that Seldovia had ample

representation and made a complete case for why we felt we should be considered for the Opportunity
Zones through the State.

As | look at the criteria that the State decided upon, | am more than confident that we meet each and
every element.

Economic Hardship: The City of Seldovia has a dwindling population, this is due largely to little or
no job opportunities within the community. This struggle is creating strain on all elements of
Seldovia; the school is having a hard time maintaining enrollment {currently 25 students are
enrolled), the Commercial Marine Zone - Seldovia’s central business district has a total of 19
commercial properties located within it, only 4 operate on a year around basis, only 6 operate
seasonally while the others remain vacant. There is a desperate need to develop economic
opportunities within Seldovia, and the Opportunity Zone incentives would have been a perfect
avenue to turn Seldovia around.

Geographic representation: The City of Seldovia is just a 15-minute Cessna plane ride from
Homer or a 45-minute plane ride from Anchorage; it is on the Alaska Marine Highway system. It
is off the road system, remote enough to be considered rural, but close enough to the Kenai
Peninsula to be accessible by those who would wish to visit for a long weekend — or even an
afternoon as many visitors do. It is located on beautiful Kachemak Bay and could not be more
picturesque.

Project Feasibility: We have been trying to complete construction on a Value-Added Processing
Plant that began construction in 2013. It is one of our main capital project requests with the



state. Completion of this building would be an opportunity for an entity to develop an economic
boost to our community, again following the Opportunity Zone Criteria, this would be a perfect
fit.

Alignment with Existing Initiatives: As you know, Seidovia has always struggled to keep our
economy growing which in turn |eads to a thriving community. We want to help Seldovia and its
residents grow and be successful; we want to assist others reach the potential that we know exist
in Seldovia; in fact, our City Council has held numerous meetings on economic development and
ways to increase Seldovia’s growth.

Community Support: | am proud to say that our community is very supportive of all things
Seldovia; if we had been aware that community support was a component of being considered,

there would have been an out pouring in multiple forms showing support to be considered in the
Opportunity Zones.

The bottom lineg, is that Seldovia would have done more to be considered to be on the list if we had
known we needed to do more; being proactive and involved is what we do. At this point, | don’t imagine
there is anything to be done for reconsideration, however, | do request that in the future, if there are

these types of opportunities, we be given the complete outline and scope of the expectations, we wil!
undeniably be willing to meet them in totality.
