City water and sewer services will need to be extended to lots 2, 3 and 4 | am not sure if the Russian
church has its own water and sewer system or if city services are extended to the building I believe that
there is city water and sewer utilities nearby that supplied service to the old trailer park.

A field survey has not yet been conducted. [ am going to wait until we have approvals before we start the
field survey. The drawings that are being submitted are preliminary drawings All “asbuilt” data has been

shown using aerial photographs that were rectified to the property boundary  The actual locations of
buildings, roadways and trees will be field surveyed
