CLERK/STANISH- Presented the item as one directed to the Commission from the Council per the
request of Michel Beiri and SNA to help with the zoning issue Seldovia Wild Seafood faces.
B. Public Presentation or Hearing
TONY CANGE/SNA CEO- Presented to the Commission his thoughts on the issue of zoning for
Seldovia Wild Seafoods. He had been to the City office to talk with the city manager and the clerk on
how they might address the concemn. Afier considering the options presented by the staff, he would
like to see an addition to the conditional use allowance within the Commercial Marine District of
seafood processing. This would allow the new business to commence, and if it was to move at some

point, it would not restrict SNA’s options on the property the way an Industrial District Zone change

would.

C. Commission Discussion

CAMPBELL- Agrees the addition to the Commercial Marine District, Conditional Use Allowance is
a good option he had not previously thought of. He is in favor of promoting business in Seldovia and
this is a good way to address the issue.

CARLUCCIO- Conditional Use can allow for more restrictions in the process of permitting. The
building was once slotted to be torn down. She is happy to see it will have a chance for new life.
Spot zoning is always a bad idea and the Industrial Zone may bring more problems. Conditional Use
is cleaner.

BATES- Is in favor of the Conditional Use. This is a good business prospect which could bring
revenue to the City.

SENSENIG- As she was on the phone, she asked for clarification of this option discussed. Are we
adding the use for this particular business? If Seldovia Wild Seafoods moves, does SNA retain the
permit?

CARLUCCIO- Not this business, but the use of seafood processing will be allowable through the
Conditional Use process. It would depend on who applied for the conditional use permit for how
long it is in effect. For this one, it should be the leasee who applies for the permit which would
terminate if the business moved.

SENSENIG- Stated she is all for economic growth in Seldovia. If we can find a way to facilitate this,
she is all for it.

STONE- Are there going to be improvements made to the building?

TONY CANGE- We would like to spend upwards of $100,000 to renovate the building and make it
safe for our leasee. The Board is excited about the prospect of this business and what it could
generate for the City.

Dec. 2, 2016
Seldovia Planning and Zoning Commission,
Per the Commission Business item for discussion Dec. 7, 2016, here is a little background;

Back in April 2016, both the Council and the Commission discussed the ROW and lot line issues
throughout town. Motions were made to begin the conversations with surveys of Rocky St, North St.
Augustine, 10’ ROW intersecting Rocky St, Mission St, Church St all the way to Main, and research the
costs for Cedar and Kachemak Streets.

Presented in the packet are the surveys of those areas. The Commission shouid continue their
discussions on those streets as to what needs to be addressed per the outcome of the surveys. Many of
the issues of the surveyed streets have been or are being addressed, but there are standing issues which
should be prioritized.

In addition to the surveys, the next priority per the Commission and Council {see attached minutes) are
Cedar and Kachemak Streets. Other places within the City to discuss and prioritize are English Dr, and
Spruce 5t.

3. Consideration of Utility Easement Along ROW Adjacent to Lots 2 and 3
Block 44 in East Addition Townsite

A. Presentation by Staff or Commission
STANISH-Discussed the issue at hand with utilities in the platted public ROW, between lot 2 and lot 4 there is an existing
HEA easement, between lots 1A, 2 and 3. There is a sewer line and overhead HEA powerlines. It is an oversite by the City
to not have a utility easement due to these utilities being in the ROW. HEA would consider a prescriptive easement at this
point. This area needs to be surveyed to establish exactly where the sewer is and where the ROW is. Then, the hope is that
P&Z would recommend to Council to create the utility easement along the ROW.
B. Public Presentation
ZANE HENNING- Discussed the vehicles and the fence in the ROW. He would like those removed.
C. Commission Discussion
Commision discussed the ROW and the existing easements there. What's the advantage of keeping the ROW, maybe vacate
and grant HEA easement across the property. Are all ROW’s public or can some ROW’s be access to property? Can the
City place a no trespassing sign and just have an easement along the ROW?
SENSENIG- Doesn’t have a recommendation of something she belives is not bothering many people and she doesn’t see
who it benefits.

2. Clarification of Temporary Structure
STANISH- Discussed the history of the term temporary structure as it has been discussed in the past with P&Z. The term is
considered and handeled as if it were a building. There was also clarification on the shed or Lot 5-A on Kachemak St. where
there was a question of non-compliance with the setback. After looking at the Code for Waterfront/ Commercial/ Residential
under building setback, Lisa asked Comissioner Campbell to go measure the shed.
CAMPBELL- The road is platted at 15’, therefor the shed should be 12.5" from the centerline of the road. The shed was
measured at 14’ from the centerline of the road.
Much discussion was had on the issue of compliance of codes and how to deal with infractions.
3. Decks and Docks Discussion
STANISH-Discussed the agencies that are needed to be involved to build a deck or dock in Seldovia. Brought examples of
dock applications and permits that have been built or discussed to be built here in Seldovia, i.e. Milton’s dock with all the
documentation involved in Mr. Miiton getting that together for approval, and the Schneider’s floating dock proposed in the
harbor.
CAMPBELL- If the owner is in compliance, there are no legal grounds in the code to deny the owner to build a dock. That is
why it is here for discussion. The differences in the Slough to the harbor need to be addressed.
Discussion continued on looking into other community’s regulations on decks and docks such as Seward or Valdez. Look
into maritime rights of the City in the Harbor. This will be added to the next agenda for further discussion.
4. Reccomendation to the Council for Areas to be Surveyed Based on Priority
Staff asked Planning to make a recommendation to Council for the surveys with their recommendation as to where to start.
Commision discussion was on priority of the areas in the City to start to deal with,
CHAIR CARLUCCIO opened the discussion to the public
Public comment turned discussion to the issues of Cedar St and Kachemak St.
