
EAST YADKIN SOFTBALL CODE OF CONDUCT 
 

 
 This code of conduct is established for the purpose of insuring a high level of 
leadership and sportsmanlike conduct from the representatives of this association.  
A committee of the softball representatives for each district attending the 
association will judge any breech of the rules set forth within.  Action will be taken 
in accordance with their findings. 
 
 1) This code of conduct applies to all coaches, umpires, spectators, and any  
  other adult representatives of this association. 
 
 2) Coaches are to refrain from the use of profanity before, during, and after  
  the ballgames. 
 
 3) Coaches are to dress appropriately with their position of respect and  
  responsibility. 
 
 4) Coaches, base coaches, and parents are to refrain from loud, vocal, or  
  embarrassing comments, or in any way use derogatory remarks directed  
  at any player, coach, or official before, during, or after the game. 
 
 5) If anyone, including spectators, is ejected from a game, only one minute  
  will be given for them to leave.  If the person or persons involved refuse  
  to leave, the game will be a forfeit. 
 
 6) First offense – any person found in violation of these rules will be   
  suspended for a minimum of two games.  Second offense – any person  
  receiving a second violation will not be allowed to attend any games, nor  
  will their child be allowed to play for the remainder of the year. 
 
If the above rules are not followed, the sports club involved will be fined $200.00 
and if not paid – not allowed to play in the association for the remainder of the 
season. 
 
As the parent or guardian of a player on a team in the East Yadkin Softball 
Association during the season, by signing below I agree to immediately reimburse 
the Sports Club for which I am associated for any fines paid on my behalf for 
violations of the rules listed above.  I also agree to be responsible for other adults 
who attend a game to watch my child play.
