Be a current Tennessee State USBC Youth member, age 15 — 20 (age Aug 1, current bowling season)
Be a USBC Youth member in good standing
Not have previously won the Tennessee Star of Tomorrow Scholarship
List current grade, high school, city, and expected graduation month and year
Submit current league average, number of games
Submit number of weeks bowled in your current league
List any scholarships you have received by name and amount
Return all completed documentation and application to the Tennessee State USBC Bowling Association
SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE post-marked no later than June 15 of the current year.
