The Overcoming Adversity Dressage Award will be given for the SVDA riders withthe highest point/percentage
spread in a level, same test, in the same year. For example, you get a 50% on a test in a level then, at another
show you get a 67%. Your point/percentage spread is a 17% difference. The single highest point/percentage
spread is awarded. The lower score must be achieved first then the higher score.

Eligibility for these awards includes all SVDA Schooling /SVDA Sanctioned Shows and Licensed shows in any
USEF Dressage Tests from Introductory Level and up. Western Dressage riders are also eligible for this award
from Intro to Level Four. There will be three awards given. Two for schooling shows (one for a schooling
Western rider, one for a schooling classical dressage rider), and one for Licensed shows. Eliminations are not
eligible. Applicants need only meet the volunteer requirements.
